Suspected Case 

(1) Fever (forehead temperature ≧37.5℃, ear 

temperature ≧38℃) 

(2) Respiratory symptoms: cough, difficulty 

breathing, shortness of breath 

1. Fill out form on “Fever or other 

symptoms self-report system” 

2. Immediately begin wearing mask 

3. Go to “Fever Waiting Room” 

4. Call NTNU hotline

Confirmed patient’s prior 14 days travel and living 

history, contact history, basic physical examination and 

assessment

1. Follow-up with 

patient

Notify Campus Safety and Health Department 

Engage campus anti-epidemic mechanisms 

Patient follow-up and 

management 

Confirm and cut off infection 

source 
Follow-up with those who came 

into contact on campus 

Infected patients are 

required by law to seek 

treatment at designated 

hospitals 

1. Taiwanese, foreign students (living 

with Taiwanese relatives/friends): 

according to Central Epidemic 

Command Center specifications must 

self-isolate at home. 

2. Foreign students (renting off campus, 

not living with Taiwanese 

family/friends): move to isolation 

dormitory 

Obtain permission from 

hospital or medical 

authority to return to 

school/work 

List as case 

closed, no 

abnormalities 

Cooperate with health 

authorities to investigate 

infection origin. 

1. Taiwanese, foreign students (living with 

Taiwanese relatives/friends): return home. 

2. Foreign students (renting off campus, not 

living with Taiwanese family/friends): 

move to school-arranged dormitory 

Isolate at home? 

Obtain a list of school events and 

people the infected person came in 

contact with. 

1. Relevant classrooms, 

dormitories, and campus 

facilities are to be cleaned 

and disinfected.  

2. Wear a facemask and 

regularly wash hands. 

3. Keep classrooms 

ventilated. 

4. Temporarily postpone 

large-scale events. 

5. Cooperate with health 

authorities on infection 

origin investigation. 

6. In compliance with 

Ministry of Education and 

health authority 

stipulations, arrange class 

and office suspensions 

Conduct follow-up care as 

directed by health 

authorities.
